covers your uniform top other than 
Allied issued windbreaker 

• Allow tattoos to be visible. You may 
wear a black long sleeve undershirt 
under short sleeve uniform tops. 
(Blue button downs come in a long-
sleeved version for those of you who 
would prefer this option.) 

• Wear earrings or oversized jewelry  

• Wear unapproved hats
